The original O’Bryan clan sailed from Cork in 
1851 bound for New York.

lawyers, military men, real sisters (as in nuns), 
nurses, mechanics, coaches, businessmen,
scientists, farmers, builders, and true
community volunteers. In the words of  sister
Judy, “Mom and Dad taught us to laugh, love,
share, pray and live.”

Jerry O’Bryan, the majority owner of  Nine 
Irish Brothers, is the youngest of  nine boys
(Berton, Jim, Michael, Norman, Bobby, Tim,

to his brothers with the pub’s name, and 
honors his sisters with an inscription above 
the bar: & Five Irish Sisters.

American Bourbon Small Batch 
American bourbon is distilled once, then aged in 
fresh charred oak barrels.  Compared to Scotch 
and Irish whiskeys, bourbons impart a raw, sweet 
corn flavor.  Small batch bourbons are made in 
limited quantities, aged six to nine years, and are 
characteristic of  pre-Prohibition whiskey, with 
strong, rich flavors and aromas.  The suggested 
tasting order for this flight is by proof.

Single-Malt Scotch Whiskys
Die-hard aficionados swear that nothing is finer 
than a single malt (one grain used in the whiskey, 
no blending from batch to batch), with its char-
acteristic regional flavors.  For others, a silky-
smooth, well-balanced blended whisky hits the 
spot. Scotch as a whole is differentiated by the 
fact that is double-distilled for additional purity, 
and the malt is dried over peat fires, lending it a 
degree of  smokiness and earthiness, depending 
upon the region.  Like its Irish cousin, Scotch is 
aged first in used bourbon barrels for at least 
three years.  Older, rarer Scotches receive addi-
tional aging in Madeira, port, or other casks. The 
suggested tasting order of  this flight of  single 
malts is according to the strength and complexity 
of  the peat, from least to most.

Irish Whiskey Flights
Irish whiskey was considered the ultimate in 
whiskeys until the prohibition era, when Ameri-
can bootleggers labeled their bathtub varieties as 
“Irish.” Only in the last ten years has Irish whis-
key regained its preeminence as the world’s 
finest.  Like its cousin Scotch, Irish whiskey is 
initially aged in used oak bourbon casks for at 
least three years.  What sets Irish whiskey apart is 
the fact that the malt grains are dried in ovens 
rather than over peat fires, and it is distilled three 
times, unlike any other whiskey.  The result is a 
whiskey that is pure, clean, and smooth.  Like-
wise, Irish whiskey is often aged in multiple 
barrels, lending it an unmatched smoothness and 
complexity.

Featured Spirits
Derived from the Gaelic “uisce beatha” (pronounced ishka baha), whiskey, or water of  life was 
first distilled by Irish monks in the 11th century.  Because of  its heritage, Irish whiskey is consid-
ered among the best in the world.  Here are a few reasons why:  1) The malt grains are dried in 
ovens rather than over peat fires, 2) Irish whiskey is distilled three times for smoothness, unlike 
any other whiskey,  and 3) Irish law decrees that whiskey must be aged for a minimum of  3 years.  
The Irish don’t like to rush things. Try a great Irish whiskey or another great spirit.
